Dear Fellow Montanan: 

The COPP's campaign practice rules have now progressed from drafting to proposed rules. Today the proposed rules are published in full on the COPP and Secretary of State Websites. The rules may be accessed on this website by clicking on Proposed Rules 44-2-207.

On August 13, 2015 the proposed rules will be formally published in the SOS administrative record and formally set for public hearing on September 2 and 3, 2015. The hearings will be in the State Capital Building, Helena, Montana. The COPP staff (led by Jaime MacNaughton) will hold hearings for two complete days (9:00AM to 4:00PM) to provide an opportunity for anyone who wishes to comment on the proposed rules to come in and do so. Please understand that in formal rule-making the COPP accepts comments and makes its response later in writing. Comments can also be sent to cpprules@mt.gov
The team who wrote the rules included people born or raised in Helena, Missoula, Boulder, Whitefish and Havre, along with Midwest transplants (Minnesota) such as myself. As best we could we meshed the concerns and hopes of Montanans with the guidance provided by the Supreme Court's interpretation of the allowed reach of campaign practice law. We offer our work to you but these rules belong to all Montanans and it is time now for each of you to have your say. We invite and look forward to your participation.
