Tomorrow, Thursday, September 10, 2015 at 5:00 PM, is the end of the time allowed for public comment on the proposed COPP campaign practice rules. A copy of the proposed rules is accessible at this website at Proposed Rules 44-2-207 (click here). You may submit written comments at cpprules@mt.gov. You may view comments already submitted to the COPP by clicking on the first bulleted packet of information listed below this letter.

Governance, by design, proceeds through periods of debate and reflection, followed by considered action that should benefit the majority of citizens because the final governmental action considers the viewpoints expressed during the time of debate and reflection. At this time the COPP has received comment on , including suggestions for change, its proposed campaign practice rules from 51 individuals or groups.   The COPP has already begun summarizing and organizing the comments and suggestions and it will respond in writing to each suggestion or comment, publishing that response for public view. Following response the COPP will publish its final campaign practice rules, modifying some proposed rules as necessary to respond to suggestions for change. The COPP will then adopt into law the final campaign practice rules once it clears review by its legislative oversight committee, with that review now set for November 17, 2015.
